Rev. Dr. Dwight Ogier – Sabbatical Supply – Rector in Charge 

 

“No one can see the kingdom of God without being born from above.” 

(John 3:3) 

 

The winds of change are blowing across our Diocese; the winds of change are blowing through your clergy and people 

of Church of the Incarnation! 

 

Our Rector will return from his sabbatical leave in two Sundays; our Bishop has notified the Diocese of his intention to 

return to seminary class teaching theology at Emory-Candler; Incarnation continues to struggle with empty coffers and 

overdue bills! Maybe we all need a rebirth! 

 

To remain dependent on TEC for our economy of the Diocese hinders our growth; hinders our purpose to exercise evan-

gelism and mission and ministry locally; our outreach will become stronger as we become more self-sustaining and in-

dependent. 

 

My dear friends, all this speaks to us about Stewardship and our economic resources. Here at the Church of the Incarna-

tion, we have all that we will ever need. We have in our possession everything already. You have the resources for suc-

cess for Incarnation in your check-books, in your wallets, and in your bank accounts! We give out of our abundance. 

God has given to us all that we need; we can’t out give God! 

 

The more we give away the more our creator blesses us, both as a congregation and as individual members. Out reach is 

a core for our Christian mission here and abroad; in our neighborhood and in our Diocese. 

 

When we share we release the gifts that God has already presented us to manage. When we share from our bounty we 

no longer clutch and hoard. When we share we give of ourselves thereby strengthen others as we are divested of all that 

hinders us, hold us back and prevents our growth. 

 

THE standard minimum gift to our local parish is a tithe of our income. The first ten per cent of our income goes to the 

Lord as manifested by out local Church. If you are giving below this standard simply relax; begin at what ever level you 

current give and slowly increase; it doesn’t matter how long it takes, begin. God loves you no matter what you give! 

God has already given us His Son, our Salvation and our Peace! 

 

While serving in the Episcopal Diocese of the Virgin Islands, I learned a great deal about dependency and basic stew-

ardship of giving. It was March, 2010; at the Diocesan Convention in the Diocese of the Virgin Islands that the clergy 

sang a great stewardship song: 

 

“You Can’t Beat God Giving.” 

Here are some of the verses: 

“You can’t beat God giving, no matter how you try. 

And just as sure as you are living and the Lord --- 

Is in heaven on high, ----- 

The more you give the more He gives to you. 

But keep on giving Because: it’s really true that you 

Can’t beat God giving, no matter how you try, try. 

 

Should you receive and never give? The Savior died that we might live.  

His life on Calvary He gladly gave, our sinful souls to save. 

 

He gives me health. He keeps me strong, He guides me when I would go wrong,  

He gives me everything that I need, my every hunger feeds.

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He gave me peace, He made me whole, And when in sin He saved my soul.  

And what I give would never be compared with the blessing that I share. 

 

You can’t beat God giving, no matter how you try. 

And just as sure as your are living and the Lord --- 

Is in heaven on high, ---- 

He more you give the more He gives to you. 

But keep on giving Because: It’s really true that you 

Can’t beat God giving, no matter how you try, try.” 

 

How might we share locally in our close by neighborhood? How do folks know we exist? The next time you shop in 

Cascade Heights, ask the merchant “where is the Episcopal Church?” Inquire as if you are looking for the 

Church of the Incarnation. Are we known in the neighborhood? 

Do you shop locally? Do you know the merchants? 

 

What IF on every Friday we had a soup lunch for all who came? What IF we were known as the Church that gave away 

shoes? What IF we were known as the place to go for clean clothes, warm jackets, or work shirts? 

What IF folks came to the back parking lot on Saturday mornings to purchase locally grown vegetables, fruits and fresh 

sandwiches? 

What IF we became a neighborhood tutoring center every afternoon after school to assist with homework assignments? 

What might happen IF we took down the fence in the front yard and created an off-street parking space? 

What might happen IF the Church of the Incarnation hired an off-duty policeman just to direct traffic on Sunday morn-

ings? 

What IF the Church was open one day per week for a NOON organ concert? 

         Bach Bag Lunch? 

What IF we gathered CPA’s and Accountants and assisted elderly neighborhood folks with their taxes? 

What IF our Montessori School was an extension of the ministry of this congregation? 

What IF there was a daily Mass at the Church of the Incarnation? 

What IF we bought radio-time and broadcast the Sunday morning service? 

What IF we sent a team on a foreign mission? Haiti? Honduras? Guatemala? Japan? Brazil? Mexico? West Africa? Saint 

Croix, US Virgin Islands? 

         Where would God send us IF we were available? 

What do we have to share that is unique and a gift to this neighborhood? 

 

Nicodemus came to Jesus in the night. He was hungry for answers. 

What is it folks in our neighborhood want to know? 

 

In today’s Gospel we heard the central core of good news: John 3:16 

“God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son…” 

Can we declare that news into our local community? 

 

You have all that you need; it’s time to share and give ourselves away! 

 

Jesus tells Nicodemus what is most necessary for salvation: “No one can see the kingdom of God without being born 

from above.” (vs 3) This signifies a transformation from the inside out, a reorientation of the self --- (and maybe 

even our parish congregation!) --- this is not toward ourselves but directly to God. 

 

Birth from above by the Spirit is the gift of faith that enables one to believe, along with the empowerment of grace to 

persevere. Birth from the flesh, the acceptance of personal identity on a purely earthly level, cannot bring any-

one into this experience. God’s spirit comes as a gift of enlightenment and strength. 

 

Jesus compares the Spirit to the mystery of the wind: one can observe the effects of the wind but no one can control it. 

Both in Greek (pneuma) and Hebrew (ruach), the word means spirit may also stand for wind. Like the wind, 

God’s spirit cannot be predicted!  Amen!

But I thank You that I believe that God changes people and people change things. 
I pray for all my sisters and brothers. 
For each and every family member in their households. 
I pray for peace, love and joy in their homes; that they are out of debt and all their needs are 
met. 
I pray that every eye that read this knows there is no problem, circumstances, or situation great-
er than God. 
Every battle is in Your hands for You to fight. 
I pray that these words be received into the hearts of every eye that sees it.

Do you know where our Palm Sunday Palms Come From?  

 
 

African Palms USA operates as a non-profit overseas mission project. Operating costs are kept 
to a minimum, through the dedication of many volunteers.  
 
The net proceeds from the sale of crosses, and all donations received, are returned to Africa in 
the form of non-denominational self-help grants. These grants help meet very basic human 
needs such as disaster and refugee relief, medical and public health programs, agriculture and other projects that benefit 
all regardless of faith.   
 
Since 1976, African Palms USA has provided over $1.8 million in self-help grants. 

 
The crosses are woven by entire families in nine villages near Masasi, Tanzania. These villages are 
located in areas where traditionally people are subsistence farmers with little opportunity to earn 
cash. Neither the trees nor the crosses have been artificially treated and are environmentally safe. 
 

Earnings from weaving these crosses are used to purchase food, medicine, clothing and pay school 
fees.

Helping Japan in the Wake of their Disaster

Episcopal Relief and Development is sending support to the Nippon Sei Ko Kei (NSKK; the Angli-

can Communion in Japan) to help with its initial emergency relief efforts in response The Japan Earthquake Response Fund has 
been opened to collect donations for emergency relief provided through local partners in Japan and other areas affected by the disas-
ter. A massive 9.0-magnitude earthquake centered off the east coast of Japan’s largest island, Honshu, triggered a tsunami that dev-
astated large areas of Japan and caused damage as far away as Hawai’i and the west coast of the US. Our thoughts and prayers 
continue to be with all those affected.   
 ―More than two weeks ago, on March 11, a 9.0-magnitude earthquake struck off the coast near the Japanese town of Sen-
dai, causing a tsunami that devastated large areas of the country’s northeast. The government’s official death toll from the disaster 
surpassed 11,000 on Tuesday, with more than 17,000 listed as missing. The Fukushima Daiichi nuclear power plant continues to be 
a great concern, as radioactive water seeps out of damaged reactors and into groundwater. The official evacuation zone around the 
plant has increased from 12 to 19 miles, though the American embassy in Japan has recommended evacuation for those living within 
50 miles – an area with a population of about 2 million people. 
 One of the greatest challenges over the past two weeks has been meeting food needs. With transportation infrastructure still 
heavily damaged and locally-produced food at risk of being contaminated by radiation from the nuclear plant, many families and insti-
tutions are facing difficulty. In response to the need at 10 local nursing homes in the city of Iwaki, Onahama, St. Timothy Church has 
been working with other local churches and NGOs to secure food for 400 elderly residents. According to Shinya Yawata, International 
Secretary of the Nippon Sei Ko Kai (NSKK, the Anglican Communion in Japan), ―The buildings [have] been damaged to different lev-
els, but most of them have not been damaged very badly. Staff can still cook there if they can receive supplies of food. So ecumeni-
cal groups have started providing food to them as part of the church's mission work for people in the surrounding community; elderly 
people in particular.‖ 
 Episcopal Relief & Development is supporting the initial response work of the NSKK in the two most severely-affected dio-
ceses: Tohoku and Kita Kanto. In Tohoku, Bishop John Hiromichi Kato is running a relief center based at diocesan headquarters in 
Sendai. At the provincial level, Archbishop Nathaniel Makoto Uematsu is developing a response strategy with structures to organize 
volunteers and direct resources.
